The purposes for which the Company is established (in this Memorandum referred to as ‘the Purposes’) shall be wholly charitable under section 7 of the Charities and Trustee Investment (Scotland) Act 2005 which are also regarded as charitable purposes in relation to the applications of the Taxes Acts. to provide relief and promote the benefit of people of all ages with learning difficulties and of their families and carers residing within the Area of Benefit (the ‘beneficiaries’) through the provision of services and activities that aim to improve the beneficiaries’ conditions of life and enable them to participate fully in the social, economic and civic life of their communities; and

to advance education through the provision of training, information, advice and guidance to professional bodies and practitioners, the general public and the said beneficiaries on the planning, co-ordination and delivery of services which best meet the needs and choices of the beneficiaries.
